All in
favor, so carried.

Mrs. Sjogren said Mike Marganski is handling City Hall sign ups. She said that a class will be
offered at City Hall.

Mr. Nihill said there is a lack of communication when there are training classes and such offered
by ARMS or any other City department. This information should be put out there.

Ms. Sjogren said the Chief Drivers Report has been submitted.

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CT EMS Conference

Mrs. Sjogren explained that she has attended the CT EMS Conference for a few years. Itisa
two day conference that will be held on a Friday and Saturday. The cost is 220.

Mr. Geloso said that ARMS has cut everyone else back that wanted to attend conferences, etc.

Mrs. Sjogren said that this conference benefits her job. At the conference she receives
information on what is happening in the State with regard to laws and procedures, etc. It would
benefit her and the ARMS organization if she is allowed to attend.

Mr. Heon said that every service in the State of CT sends someone to this conference. They put
together all of the information that the organization would need to know about. It is a great
conference and Mrs. Sjogren should attend.

Mr. Blume made a motion to approve Mrs. Sjogren attendance at the CT EMS Conference at a
cost of $220. Mr. Geloso seconded. All in favor, so carried.

NREMT

Mrs. Sjogren said that NREMT is a National Organization. The annual fee is $400 and the City
will save $3000 annually if they are members. ARMS can take advantage of the discounts on
classes and training sessions and on the books and supplies required for the classes. CAG
became a part of NREMT. ARMS will automatically receive a 10% off the bottom lineup to a
maximum of $3000 annually because they have partnered with CAG. They offer 10
memberships for the $400. They also offer life insurance and limited health coverage that the
member can purchase and pay for themselves.

Mr. Blume requested that Mrs. Sjogren monitor the purchases and savings by using the NREMT
service each month and report back to the Commission.

Mrs. Sjogren said that all ARMS has to do to sign up is send in a check.

Mr. Blume made a motion to join NREMT services at $400 annual fee. Mr. Geloso seconded.
All in favor, so carried.

Hazmat Instructor

Mrs. Sjogren said that the Training Officer is looking to hire a Hazmat Instructor for $100.
Mr. Geloso said that ARMS will run a class for whomever needs the training.

Mr. Blume said that the Fire Dept. just ran a training session for Hazmat. ARMS could have
attended this training session. He will e-mail Mrs. Sjogren notifying her when the next training
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session will be held so that she can post if for the ARMS membership. ARMS and the Fire Dept.
can hold a joint training session.

Mr. Heon noted that the ARMS and Police use the same Policy so that would enable them to be
trained together at one time.

A discussion followed on the Policy that the group follows and who can sign reports, etc.

Mr. Nihill made a motion to hire a Hazmat Instructor for $100. Mr. Blume seconded. All in
favor, so carried.

ARMS Flow Chart

Mr. Blume made a motion to accept the ARMS Flow Chart as presented. Mr. Geloso seconded.
All in favor, so carried.

Mr. Nihill asked that the Flow Chart be dispersed to the membership.

Ambulance Crew Transfer

There was discussion on the available funds in the Ambulance Crew line item. There appears
that there will be a shortage of funds in the line item.

Mrs. Sjogren asked to have a workshop meeting for the short fall in the Ambulance Crew line
item.

Mr. Blume stated that the members will remain after the meeting this evening to discuss this.

CAG Invoice

Mrs. Sjogren stated that she has not received the CAG invoice as yet however she is requesting
that the Commission approve payment pending receipt of the invoice.

Mr. Blume made a motion to approve payment of the CAG invoice when received. Mr. Nihill
seconded. All in favor, so carried.

Mr. Fainer requested that Mrs. Sjogren give the commission a report on the CAG invoice.

VEMS

There was a discussion on VEMS and that they would not be operating.
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Mr. Nihill stated that he investigated the rumors and found that VEMS will be operating status
quo as they have in the past. There will be no changes.

Chairman Fainer noted that there were a lot of calls yesterday (1/31/10) for ambulances.

Mrs. Sjogren said that yes, they were very busy yesterday.

Emergency Help

Mr. Blume said that at the meeting with Mayor Della Volpe it was decided that emergency help
could be hired because they have to keep ARMS operating.

A discussion followed on the staffing of the crew for the ambulance.

Secretary Fee

Mr. Blume made a motion to pay Joanne Sjogren $100 for the January 13, 2010 special meeting.
Mr. Nihill seconded. All in favor, so carried.

Adjourn

Mr. Blume made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:05 p.m. Mr. Geloso seconded. All in
favor so carried.
