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Call to Order: Mrs. Phipps called the Ansonia Library Board of Directors' meeting to order at
6:30 p.m., at the Ansonia Library. All stood to pledgethe flag. The recording clerktook roll call
attendance: 5 present, 4 absent, a quorum was declared.

Consideration of Previous Minutes: Mrs. Phipps asked for consideration of the April 6,2015
minutes. Ms. Chisefsky made the motion to accept the minutes with the corrections listed
below and place them on File. Mrs. Behun 2nd the motion, all in favor, motion carried.

Corrections: pg.2 under New Business #4 Mrs. Czeczot's name ismisspelled. Also remove"the
purchase of new books",#5. should be before Mrs. Phipps.

Public Session: Mrs. Phipps called the public session to order asking ifthere was anyonefrom
the public wishing to speak. Ms. Janet Fitol, Children's Librarian informed the boardthat over
time there has been over $600.00 worth of mostly newly released DVDs and books not
returned to the library. She isconcernedthat with a minimal budget to purchase newly
released DVDs and books this is a considerable loss to the library. There seems to be an issue
as to how certain cards are issued due to residence requirements for patrons, and not being
able to locate the patrons afterthe duedate in order to have the DVDs and books returned.
Aftera discussion of this matter, the board recommended a discussion of this issue be held with
City Corporate Council to explore whetherthere isan established pastpractice or to seeka
solution.

Mrs. Phipps again asked ifanyone from the public wished to speak and Mr. Randolph Carroll of
the Historical Commission addressed the restoration of the front entrance mosaic tile floor. He
informed the board that the mosaictile have been ordered from Italy of which Yz has been paid
for and the remaining %be paid at the completion of the restoration.
