-Chief Hale informed the Board that he will need to purchase one new “used” vehicle for the
Detective Bureau and that he will be forwarding the request to the Board of Aldermen. Also,
credits and funding are available to do so.

-Chief Hale informed the Board of the parking change that is going to be addressed in regards to
parking behind City Hall. He stated by law there should be no parking 25 feet from either side
of a cross walk so technically the few spots directly behind the top parking lot behind City Hall
should be no parking. Chief will present a diagram so that the Board can get a better idea of that
area.

Chairwoman mentioned that the subcommittees will need to be prepared to give a report if
available, for the next meeting.
