Mrs. Degnan declared the meeting open at 7:05. Themeeting began with thepledge of allegiance to theflag.

Mrs. Degnan entertained motions to approve the minutes. Mr. Williams made a motion to approve the
previous moths minutes. The motion was seconded by Ms. Maurice. All were in favor of the motion.

1 Constance Kolakowski and Robert Kolakowski, Jr., 14 Farrell Drive, for property located at 6 Hill
Street, Ansonia and 32 Root Avenue, Ansonia, seeking relieffrom theZoning Regulations. For 6
Hill Street, seeking relieffrom theZoning regulations, Section 315 Schedule C rearyard setback
from 25' required to 0 ' provided. For32 Root Avenue seeking relieffrom the Zoning regulations
Section 315 Schedule C Rear year set back from 20' required to 6' provided. Front yard setback
from 20' required to 5.3' provided, side yard setback from 20' required to 5' provided. Minimum
lot area from 7, 500 square feet required to 4, 960 square feet provided. Minimum lot depth from
100' required to 51 I' provided and building area as percent of lot from 35% required to 39.2%
provided for existing multi-family dwelling.

Mrs. Degnan explained that since there is a four-member board, the applicant has theoption to have the board
hear the request at the next meeting when there may bea five member board. She further explained that if
they were to wait for a five member board, they would only need 4 yes votes to approve a variance. If they
decide to proceed tonight, they will need to have a unanimous decision from the board regarding the
application. The applicant represented by Atty. James Sheehy decided not toproceed tonight and have the
application acted upon at next month's meeting if there isa quorum. The request was approved.



Mrs. Degnan thenstated that inregard to theHudobenko matter, theboard has been requested to make a
decision. Ms. Mauricemade a motion to allowthe structure to remain as built only ifthe following conditions
are met and complied with: l.The applicant must payall permit fees and haveall inspections by a licensed
contractor completed. Ifthe structure does not passinspection, they must take it down or hirelicensed
contractors to makeall ofthe necessary improvements andcorrect all ofthe violations. 2. In addition to that
they must have the structure assessed and pay allofthe back taxes for the structure. 3. It must not be used as
an apartmentor residence. The motion was seconded by Mr.Williams.
