OF NURSERYMEN. TREES SHALL BE FROM NORTHERN NURSERIES { ZONES OR NORTHERN ).
3. ALL TREES TO BE APPROVED BY THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT. THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT
SHOWN SIGNS OF DAMAGE BY HANDLING OR TRANSPORT.

4. NO SUBSTITUTIONS SHALL BE MADE WITHOUT THE APPROVAL OF THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT.

5. QUANTITIES SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS TAKE PRECEDENCE OVER THE PLANT LIST. REPORT ALL

DISCREPANCIES IMMEDIATELY.

6. ALL TREES SHALL BE BALLED AND BURLAPPED, NOT CONTAINER GROWN.

7. PLANTS SHALL BE PLANTED IN LOCATIONS DESIGNATED ON THE PLAN OR AS STAKED OUT BY THE LANDSCAPE

ARCHITECT PRICR TO PLANTING.

9. PLANTING MIX SHALL CONSIST OF & PARTS QIL TAKEN FROM THE HOLE, ONE PART PEAT MQSS AND ONE PART

DEHYDRATED COW MANURE.
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10. ALL NEW PLANTS SHALL BE MULCHED WITH 4" OF AN APPROVED SHREDBDED BARK.

11. MAINTENANCE SHALL BEGIN IMMEDIATELY AFTER EACH PLANT IS PLANTED AND SHALL CONTINUE UNTIL
ACCEPTANCE. PLANTS SHALL BE WATERED. REMULCHED, WEEDED, PRUNED, SPRAYED, FERTILIZED. CULTIVATED, AND
OTHERWISE MAINTAINED AND PROTECTED. DEFECTIVE WORK SHALL BE CORRECTED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTERIT
